NID provides raw and treated water to
customers in portions of Nevada, Placer and
Yuba counties

Currently over 25,000 customers receive
irrigation and/or treated water within the
service area

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Background

Irrigated lands in western Placer County are
transitioning into residential, commercial
and industrial uses

Water use on those lands transitions from
irrigation to treated water concurrent with
current and proposed land use

NID currently has no treated water facilities
in Western Placer County to meet our
customers’ needs

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Background (contd)

The City of Lincoln is currently adopting a
new General Plan

The City has requested treated water service
for the portion of the City within the NID
boundary
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Background (contd)

In 2005, the City and NID worked
together to complete a Water
Treatment Plant Siting Study

The Siting Study:
Investigated water needs
Identified possible locations for
facilities
Estimated project phases
Estimated costs

Conclusion: Project is feasible
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Current Status

NID and City have approved a Memo of
Understanding (MOU)

The MOU includes the framework for a series of
agreements:

1 — Service Area

2 — Planning Phase

3 —Wholesale Treated Water Service
4 — Water Facilities Construction

The agreements will assign administrative and
financial responsibilities to NID and the City
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Current Status (contd)

August 2007: Approved the Planning Phase
Agreement

December 2007: Retained consultants

ECO:LOGIC will prepare planning/predesign
documents and perform environmental
constraints analysis

Jones & Stokes Associates will be preparing the
CEQA document
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Planning and Predesign Phase

This work extends from the Siting Study

The scope of this work was developed
based on input from the City and NID

The facilities planning and predesign will
consider technical as well as environmental
constraints

The proposed project will be subject to
public review through the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) process
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Preliminary Project Description

Early in the project

What we do know:;

The treatment facility will be located in the area north of
Lincoln at an elevation above 500 feet

Raw water supply from Combie Reservoir

Raw will be conveyed through canals and pipelines
Raw water storage to be incorporated into the project
The project will be constructed in phases
